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1) Property:

· Shall be entitled to a dry storage space provided that it is available based on the allocation process.

· Additional space(s) may be assigned to a property if there is no waiting list.  The additional space will be assigned if a property requests a space which currently does not have a space assigned to the property.

· Must be current on the HOA dues and have no outstanding late charges or fines.

· Must be compliant with the PR HOA covenants, rules or regulations.
· Dry storage space shall not transfer with the sale of the property to the new owner(s).  After the sale of the property, the dry storage space shall be reallocated based on the assignment process.  

· Shall be stored at the property owner’s risk and the property owner agrees to unconditionally release and indemnify the PR HOA from any and all responsibility associated with the storage area or contracted work related to the storage area.  That includes but is not limited to claims for injury (including death), loss or damage to person or property due to vandalism, theft, fire, hail, wind, collision, ice, rain and other natural occurrence or other cause. 

2) Space Assigned to a property:

· Shall contain a single boat/commercial utility trailer/RV or boat trailer in working order that is properly registered to the owner(s) of the property that the space is assigned to.

· Shall not be empty for 3 consecutive months.

· Shall not be loaned or shared with other property owners without the written permission of the PR HOA.

· Shall not contain permanent structures including canopies or sheds.

· PR HOA reserves the right to restrict the size of the item requested to be stored based on the based use as determined by the Board.

· Requests for the use of a space on a temporary basis will not be accepted.
3) Dry storage space assignment process:

· Each property may request a dry storage space.  Requests shall be made via mail to Premier Management.

· Properties that have requested space shall be notified via mail by the PR HOA of the results of this process.

· Property must be current on the HOA dues and have no outstanding late charges or fines.

· Property must be compliant with the PR HOA covenants, rules or regulations.

· Upon receipt of a request, the PR HOA shall:

1. Add the property to the end of the waiting list.

2. Notify contact person(s) identified on the request that the property has been added to the appropriate waiting list.

· At the time a dry storage space becomes available:

1. The PR HOA shall notify the property owner for the next property on the waiting list to receive a space via mail or email that the dry storage space is available. In addition, a Dry Storage Space contract will be included with the notification. (Note: spaces will be assigned first to members that currently do not have a space).

2. The property owner shall have 14 calendar days from the time the PR HOA sent the notification to respond via mail or email. The contact person(s) may:

a. Accept the space. The response must include the acceptance of the Dry Storage Space contract.
b. Decline the space and either
· move to the end of the list, or
· be removed from the list.

· Properties may request more than one space however when the dry storage area is at capacity and additional qualified requests are made properties with multiple dry storage spaces will have to give up a space in the following order
1. The Property with the highest number of dry storage units will give up one of their spaces.
2. When there is no single property with the highest number, the properties with the next highest number of dry storage spaces will have to give up a space via random drawing.

4) “Grandfathered” Issues: 

· Spaces that have been previously assigned for items now considered oversized will not lose their privilege for that specific item unless they remove it for more than 90 days.

· Property Owners who currently have more than one space are not “Grandfathered” as to future reduction as requests for space pertain.

· Space is approved based on both the Property Owner and the item to be stored; Property Owner requests to “swap” items will be considered by the Board on a case by case basis.  If the new item is larger than the original then the request to “swap” items may be denied.
5) Loss of Dry Storage Area privileges: 

· Property shall lose its assigned space if:

1. The dry storage policies are not adhered to.
2. The PR HOA dues and late charges for the previous six (6) month period, or older, are outstanding when the current period becomes due.
3. The property becomes non-compliant with the PR HOA covenants, rules or regulations.
4. Items being stored are determined by the PR HOA Board to be abandoned, non-working or deteriorated to a point that it is no longer salvageable. 

· Owner(s) shall be notified in writing of noncompliance and shall have 30 days to comply.  If the compliance is not met within 30 days:
1. The dry storage space shall be reallocated based on the allocation process.
2. The owner(s) shall be notified in writing and email and that the contents of the assigned have been moved and the space reallocated in accordance with the assignment process.
3. If the contents of the space have not been claimed and removed within 30 days after the first notification, the Pawleys Retreat Home Owners Association (PR HOA) shall have the right to remove the contents from the space.  Contents of the dry storage space shall be moved from the dry area at the sole discretion of the Pawleys Retreat Home Owners Association. All cost to store the contents of the space incurred by the PR HOA can be charged to the owner(s) of the property.  This includes, but is not limited to, fair market storage value for storage of their items in addition to any collection, legal, administrative and removal fees.

Property Owners are free to use the storage space in accordance with the approved policy as it exists at any given time unconditionally. The policy is subject to change. Property Owners agree to reimburse Pawleys Retreat Home Owners Association for any costs related to noncompliance. This includes charging owner for fair market value for storage of their items.

The Pawleys Retreat Home Owners Association adopted this policy on April 11, 2011.[image: image1.png]
